Who is Eligible?

Each student nominated should meet the 
following qualifications:
• Has a minimum cumulative grade point average 
equivalent to 3.0 on a 4.0 scale for the previous three years 
(freshman, sophomore, and junior years).
• Is required to be pursuing the Distinguished Graduation 
Plan.
• Submits the application packet according to the 
guidelines and by the specified deadline of March 7, 2025.

Team and will be given a $500 unrestricted scholarship. 
The next thirty will be selected as Finalists and will be sent 
a plaque.
